UCSC undergraduate students from all disciplines in the Physical and Biological Sciences and Engineering are 
invited to participate in this event.  Undergraduate students who are currently engaged in research under the 
direction of a faculty advisor are eligible. Examples of such research at the undergraduate level would be: 
research projects for Independent Study, Senior Thesis, or classroom research projects done on an individual 
basis. The research does not have to be completed.  All students must register to participate by May 11th.

   *   Objectives (significance of research to the field) 
   *   Method 
   *   Results (if research has been completed)

INSTRUCTIONS FOR ABSTRACT: 
• Abstracts must be typewritten and saved on CD; provide CD with this application.  
• Abstract sent by e-mail will also be permitted, as long as professor approval is obtained (professor’s may e-

mail approval) 
• Create in Microsoft Word – PC or Mac version; label CD with format used. 
• Abstracts must be laser printed in black ink. 
• Abstracts must be no longer than 250 words. 
• Type one single-spaced paragraph. 
• Presenter’s full name must be in bold. 
• Leave one blank line between affiliations and beginning of abstract text. 
• Use Times 12 point font. 
• Use all caps for the abstract title. 
• For Word document, use 1” left margin, .75” right margin; left and right justified. 
• Follow format as given in the Sample Abstract below. 
• All abstracts must be submitted by Friday May 11, 2007 to the symposium contacts. 
 
Sample Abstract: 
TIMING OF GAMETE RELEASE IN A BROWN ALGA, SILVETIA COMPRESSA. Mary Goldman,  
Cynthia Hays and Ingrid Parker. Department of Ecology and Evolution, University of California, Santa Cruz. 
 
Natural selection on a fine scale causes local adaptation while gene flow homogenizes genotypes across 
microhabitats through dispersal. I investigated the interaction between dispersal and local adaptation across 
the intertidal cline from shore to sea for the brown algae, Silvetia compressa. Previous research at Scott’s 
Creek, CA, has shown that individuals of S. compressa within this population are locally adapted to tidal 
height. Since only a few meters separate the upper and lower edge of the species distribution, why doesn’t 
gene flow counteract natural selection?

POSTER PRESENTATION GUIDELINES 

 
Poster format should include the following: 
*   Abstract 
*   Introduction (purpose, significance, hypothesis, reasoning, etc ) 
*   Objectives/Background (significance of research to the field) 
*   Methods or Design process  
*   Results  
*   Conclusions 

 
IMPORTANT:  Remember to include the name of your faculty advisor and other research collaborators, as well 
as any funding sources that may have supported your research work.  

 
 

OTHER INFORMATION 
 

Remember the Poster size:  No larger than 3.5’ X 3.5’ 
 
We use freestanding easels that support one poster on each side (two presenters per easel) 
 
Don’t wait until the last minute to have your poster printed, call ahead of time (about two-three weeks) to your 
printer to find out how much time they will need to produce your poster.  Plan accordingly. 
 
Arrive early to the symposium (20-30 minutes before it starts) to allow time to set up your easel-we will supply 
the easels and thumb tacks.
